SMACNA-KC And OSHA Establish
Work Safe Partnership Program

On Dec. 10, 2004, SMACNA-Kansas City entered into a partnership with
OSHA’s Kansas City, Mo. and Wichita, Kansas area offices, to mutually recognize
the significance of promoting safe and healthful work environments relating to the
sheet metal industry. The partnership proved to be one of the very first that encom-
passed both the construction and general industry sides of the sheet metal trade.

The partnership goals were separated into their respective areas of the trades.
The general industry goals are to reduce injuries and fatalities resulting from
amputations/cuts, lacerations, or punctures involving lock-out-tag-out
hazards/machine guarding. The construction industry goals are to reduce the
injuries and fatalities resulting from falls, struck-by, caught between, and electro-
cution hazards.

The contractors who apply and are accepted into the partnership (after review),
and remain in good standing with the program criteria, are offered an incentive
program with several far-reaching benefits. Each member participant is eligible
for maximum penalty reductions and is allowed to apply the remaining dollar
amount of the penalty directly to abatement of workplace hazards, and toward the
improvements of the workplace safety and health program.

Partnership members who are involved in an OSHA verification inspection and
pass (minimal citations with none going serious as final order) are eligible to be
removed from the programmed inspections list for both the construction and gen-
eral industry sides of the trade for a period of one year. In addition to being
removed from the programmed inspection list, a partnership member also quali-
fies at the times of inspection to NOT receive any citations for other than serious
violation(s) from OSHA, provided that the violation is abated at the time of the
inspection.

Energy Efficiency And
Procurement Reforms Take Center
Stage On Capitol Hill

With a Democratic Senate and House,
it is possible a number of issues important
to SMACNA contractors will take center
stage in Congress this year. SMACNA
Richard J. Cramer Sr. and  the Campaign for  Quality

Construction (CQC) partners have re-
focused our legislative efforts and initiatives due to the new cast
of characters in the 110th Congress and it is not all bad. The
Campaign for Quality Construction issues conference is spon-
sored by SMACNA and its Alliance legislative partners, National
Electrical Contractors Association (NECA), Mechanical
Contractors Association of America (MCAA), along with the
Finishing Contractors Association (FCA), The Association of
Union Constructors (TAUC), and The International Council of
Employers of Bricklayers and Allied Crafts (ICEBAC).

Nonetheless, there is work to be done and the best way to get
a grand finale is for you to become part of the cast during the 2007
CQC National Issues Conference in Washington, D.C. in May.

A renewed emphasis on energy costs in terms of economics
and the environment means SMACNA has been more aggressive
promoting energy efficiency and green building initiatives. While
these issues have a receptive audience on the Hill now, we have to
be sure any legislation meets standards that make sense for the
industry and the future.

A joint effort taking shape is a series of federal procurement
reforms that were put on hold during the years of the Republican
majority. As part of the national issues conference we will be pro-
moting legislation to level the playing field for the good corporate
citizens who belong to SMACNA and the CQC by creating more
accountability in the government debarment and suspension sys-
tem, stopping misclassification of employees as independent con-
tractors, and securing better enforcement of prevailing wage law.
We will lobby against the 3 percent withholding tax on all feder-
al, state and local contracts beginning in 2011 but we hope to
show that the reforms we are supporting will make the need for
the withholding tax unnecessary since it is designed to capture tax
from those evading their taxes now.

Remember there is no dress rehearsal... only one performance.
The National Issues Conference on May 1-3, 2007 is your oppor-
tunity to write the ending for these issues.

Once you sub-
mit a survey, your confidential information is compiled with
all other submittals. The resulting data is presented in a
report entitled the “SMACNA Safety Statistics Profile.”
Past issues of the report are available on the SMACNA safe-
ty Web page at www.smacna.org/members/safety/
index.cfm?fuseaction=stats.

This information allows SMACNA to collect and spot
trends in the annual data. For example, previous profile
reports show a positive, direct correlation between compa-
nies who institute drug and alcohol programs and success-
ful safety program results.

The survey form can be submitted electronically online
on the SMACNA Web site at www.smacna.org/members/
safetysurveyl. Entries can also be submitted by fax or reg-
ular mail.

Union employers have a positive impact on the
American economy and on our nation’s success and
the 2007 conference will be focusing on issues that
will bring fairness to the marketplace.

Rep. Stephanie Tubbs-Jones (D-11-Ohio) who
serves on the House Ways and Means committee
will participate in the panel discussion regarding
the recently enacted 3 percent withholding provi-
sion for all government contracts at the local, state
and federal level. This provision (Section 511) was
inserted into The Tax Increase Prevention Act (109-
222) as a way to capture taxes from contractors who
do not fulfill their federal tax obligations. SMAC-
NA is working with the Congress and a construc-
tion coalition to repeal Section 511. In addition to
repeal, The Campaign for Quality Construction
conference will focus on procurement reform and
other ways that the federal government can stop the
abuse without penalizing good contractors.

Pat Buchanan, political analyst, regular contrib-
utor to MSNBC and former presidential candidate,
will be a guest speaker at the conference. Mr.
Buchanan will discuss his views on immigration
reform and the global economy and will also offer
his assessment on the challenges faced by the new
Democratic majorities in the Senate and House.
